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A tsunami spawned by the Japan earthquake washed away houses and cars in Miyagai Prefecture.

A huge tsunami spawned by the magnitude-8.9 quake—one of the largest ever recorded—rocked Japan's
eastern coast, killing hundreds of people, according to the Associated Press.

Within hours, the tsunami hit Hawaii and set off warnings throughout the Pacific, including South America,
Canada, Alaska, and the U.S., such as the Oregon coast, the AP reported. (See more tsunami pictures.)

* A tsunami is a series of great sea waves caused by an underwater earthquake, landslide, or volcanic
eruption. More rarely, a tsunami can be generated by a giant meteor impact with the ocean.

» Scientists have found traces of an asteroid-collision event that they say would have created a giant tsunami
that swept around the Earth several times, inundating everything except the tallest mountains 3.5 billion
years ago. The coastline of the continents was changed drastically and almost all life on land was
exterminated.

* An earthquake generates a tsunami if it is of sufficient force and there is a violent enough movement of the
seafloor to cause substantial and sudden displacement of a massive amount of water.

» Tsunami (pronounced soo-NAH-mee) is a Japanese word, and in fact tsunamis are fairly common in Japan.
Many thousands of Japanese have been killed by them in recent centuries.

A tsunami is not a single wave but a series of waves, also known as a wave train. The first wave in a
tsunami is not necessarily the most destructive. Tsunamis are not tidal waves.

» Tsunami waves can be as long as 60 miles (100 kilometers) and as far as one hour apart. They are able to
cross entire oceans without great loss of energy. The 2004 Indian Ocean tsunami traveled as far as 3,000
miles (nearly 5,000 kilometers) to Africa, arriving with sufficient force to kill people and destroy property.

Scientists say that a great earthquake of magnitude 9 struck the Pacific Northwest in 1700 and created a
tsunami that caused flooding and damage on the Pacific coast of Japan.

Tsunamis As Fast as Commercial Jets

» Where the ocean is deep, tsunamis can travel unnoticed on the surface at speeds up to 500 miles an hour
(800 kilometers an hour), crossing an ocean in a day or less. Scientists are able to calculate arrival time of a
tsunami in different parts of the world based on knowledge of water depths, distances, and when the event
that generated the tsunami occurred.

* A tsunami may be less than a foot (30 centimeters) tall on the surface of the open ocean, which is why they
are not noticed by sailors. But the powerful shock wave of energy travels rapidly through the ocean,
sometimes as fast as a commercial jet. Once a tsunami reaches shallow water near the coast, it is slowed
down. The top of the wave moves faster than the bottom, causing the sea to rise dramatically.

» Geological features such as reefs, bays, river entrances, and undersea formations may dissipate the energy
of a tsunami. In some places a tsunami may cause the sea to rise vertically only a few inches or feet. In other
places tsunamis have been known to surge vertically as high as 100 feet (30 meters). Most tsunamis cause
the sea to rise no more than 10 feet (3 meters).

The Indian Ocean tsunami of December 2004 caused waves as high as 30 feet (9 meters) in some places,
according to news reports. In other places withesses described a rapid surging of the ocean.

Flooding can extend inland by a thousand feet (300 meters) or more. The enormous energy of a tsunami can
lift giant boulders, flip vehicles, and demolish houses.
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» Tsunamis do not necessarily make their final approach to land as a series of giant breaking waves. They
may be more like a very rapidly rising tide. This may be accompanied by much underwater turbulence,
sucking people under and tossing heavy objects around. Entire beaches have been stripped away by
tsunamis.

Many witnesses have said a tsunami sounds like a freight train.

» The 2004 Indian Ocean tsunami could rank as the most devastating on record. More than 200,000 people
lost their lives, many of them washed out to sea.

The most damaging tsunami on record before 2004 was the one that killed an estimated 40,000 people in
1782 following an earthquake in the South China Sea. In 1883 some 36,500 people were killed by tsunamis
in the South Java Sea, following the eruption of Indonesia's Krakatoa volcano. In northern Chile more than
25,000 people were killed by a tsunami in 1868.

» The Pacific is by far the most active tsunami zone, according to the U.S. National Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration (NOAA). But tsunamis have been generated in other bodies of water, including the Caribbean
and Mediterranean Seas, and the Indian and Atlantic Oceans.

North Atlantic tsunamis include the tsunami associated with the 1775 Lisbon earthquake, which killed as
many as 60,000 people in Portugal, Spain, and North Africa. This quake caused a tsunami as high as 23 feet
(7 meters) in the Caribbean.

» The Caribbean has been hit by 37 verified tsunamis since 1498. Some were generated locally and others
were the result of events far away, such as the 1775 earthquake near Portugal. The combined death toll from
these Caribbean tsunamis is about 9,500.

* Large tsunami waves were generated in the Marmara Sea in Turkey after the 1zmit earthquake of 1999.
Warning Signs

» An earthquake is a natural tsunami warning. If you feel a strong quake do not stay close to shore. If you
hear of an earthquake be aware of the possibility of a tsunami and listen to the radio or television for
additional information. Remember that an earthquake can trigger killer waves thousands of miles across the
ocean many hours after the event generated a tsunami.

» Witnesses have reported that an approaching tsunami is sometimes preceded by a noticeable fall or rise in
the water level. If you see the ocean receding unusually rapidly, that's a good sign that a tsunami may be on
its way. Go to high ground immediately.

Many people were killed by the Indian Ocean tsunami because they went down to the beach to view the
retreating ocean exposing the seafloor. Experts believe that a receding ocean may give people as much as
five minutes' warning to evacuate the area.

* Remember that a tsunami is a series of waves and that the first wave may not be the most dangerous. The
danger from a tsunami can last for several hours after the arrival of the first wave. A tsunami wave train may
come as a series of surges that are five minutes to an hour apart. The cycle may be marked by a repeated
retreat and advance of the ocean. Stay out of danger until you hear it is safe.

*Survivors of the Indian Ocean tsunami reported that the sea surged out as fast and as powerfully as it came
ashore. Many people were seen being swept out to sea when the ocean retreated.

* A tsunami surge may be small at one point of the shore and large at another point a short distance away.
Do not assume that because there is minimal sign of a tsunami in one place it will be like that everywhere
else.
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» Tsunamis can travel up rivers and streams that lead to the ocean. Stay away from rivers and streams that
lead to the ocean as you would stay away from the beach and ocean if there is a tsunami.

Tsunami Survival Tips

* NOAA advises that, since tsunami wave activity is imperceptible in the open ocean, vessels should not
return to port if they are at sea and a tsunami warning has been issued for the area. Tsunamis can cause
rapid changes in water level and unpredictable, dangerous currents in harbors and ports.

Boat owners may want to take their vessels out to sea if there is time and if the sailors are allowed to do so
by port authorities. People should not stay on boats moored in harbors. Tsunamis often destroy boats and
leave them wrecked above the normal waterline.

» Heightened awareness of the potential for a tsunami to inundate the U.S. western coastline has caused
NOAA, the U.S. Geological Survey, and the Federal Emergency Management Administration to initiate a
program to predict tsunamis more accurately. As a tsunami traverses the ocean, a network of sensitive

recorders on the sea floor measures pressure changes in the overhead water, sending the information to
sensors on buoys, which in turn relay the data to satellites for immediate transmission to warning centers.

» The Pacific Tsunami Warning System (TWS), composed of 26 member countries, monitors seismological
and tidal stations throughout the Pacific region. The system evaluates potentially tsunami-causing
earthquakes and issues tsunami warnings. An international warning system for tsunamis in the Indian Ocean
was launched in June 2006.

» Use your common sense. If you feel or hear of a strong earthquake do not wait for an official tsunami
warning. Tell your family and friends to join you in leaving for high ground.

Easter in Slovakia

Easter is both pagan and sacred in its historic message of the triumph of good over evil and its Christian theme of the
glorification of resurrected life and hope. It is this combination of practices having their roots both before and after
Christianity that make Easter a unique holiday around the world. This explains how one holiday can be
simultaneously known for rabbits and eggs which are pagan symbols for fertility and the resurrection of the Savior and
Lord Jesus Christ who has the central role in Christianity.

The term "Easter" is not of Christian origin. Pascha mistranslated Easter in Acts 12:4, KJV, denotes the Passover.
"Easter" is a form of Astarte, one of the titles the Chaldean goddess who was the queen of heaven. The celebration of
Pasch by Christians to continued the Jewish feast of the Passover, but it was not instituted by Christ nor was it
connected to Lent. From Pasch, the pagan festival of Easter, the Church introduced its religious celebration in the 7th
century in an attempt to adapt pagan festivals to Christianity.
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To Christians, Easter celebrates the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ.

Among Christians, denominational and cultural differences influence the celebration of Easter. One of the most
unique Easter festivals occurs in the eastern European nation of Slovakia where the celebration of Easter is the
grandest event of the year for the Slavic people. Religious and cultural celebrations are centered around Palm Sunday,
Good Friday, Holy Saturday, Easter Sunday, and Easter Monday.

A week before Palm Sunday, the school children begin making a Maypole to be used in the streets of their village. The
children make a wreath for the Maypole that is twenty to twenty-four inches in diameter and hung from a pole by a
thin cord. This cord is decorated with a number of eggs that had been "blown" clean and decorated. Colored paper is
cut into strips and hung from the pole so the Maypole will have vibrant colors found throughout the Slavic culture.

Dressed in their folk dresses, the children form a column behind the Maypole as they parade and sing down the
streets. As the procession moves along people who are able to afford expensive garments spread them out in the
children's path in the same manner that palm branches were placed before Jesus Christ.

The Slavs "Week of Easter" begins on Palm Sunday, the Sunday before

Easter Sunday. Palm Sunday is often called "Willow" Sunday because of the Slavic adaptation of the gospel story of
Christ's triumphant entry into Jerusalem where palm branches were placed along His path. Since the climate of
Eastern Europe does not support palm plants, willow branches are used to replace the palms. Combining with sacred
pagan traditions, willow branches also symbolize spring and "rebirth" because willow catkins are the first flower to
bloom after the desolate winter months.

As the children's processional passes the homes of families with infants, a piece of the willow branch is broken off
from the Maypole and given to the families in order to foster the well-being of the child. One custom associated with
the willow branches is counting the number of buds on your branch. The number of years you will live can be
determined from the number of buds on your willow branch.

After bringing these branches home the willows assume a place of reverence, for example, on top of an icon. In other
homes they lay on overhead beams to protect the home from harm. The proper way to dispose of the previous year's
branches is to burn or bury them because the willows are "blessed".

Good Friday follows Palm Sunday. The burial of Christ in the tomb is the focus of Good Friday. This comes to life by the
painting of the image of Christ on a shroud or placing an open casket by the side of the altar to represent the tomb of
Jesus. All of the usual liturgical alter cloths and coverings change to black. Mournful hymns and pray at the symbolic
grave site. The people kneel down five steps from the grave crawling to the grave to kiss the cross placed there.
Children, the elderly and anyone physically able to do so take part in this solemn ritual.

One custom for several villages is to cover all the mirrors in respect for Christ's crucifixion. Many strictly fasted the
entire day and no sweeping or menial duties occur in their home. Throughout the night villagers would visit the
church to sit and "watch" as referred to in the gospels.

Following Good Friday, the people of Slovakia observe Holy Saturday. Much of Holy Saturday focuses upon the final
preparations of Easter so that all can partake in the celebration. It is common to see women busily baking the Easter
breads during this time. These breads are rich with ingredients that were forbidden in the strict fasting of the past

forty days.
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The breads are a "sweet" bread that are peculiar to the Easter season. It contained eggs, flour, dry yeast, salt, milk,
raisins, almonds and icing. The bread is reserved until fasting ends on noon of Holy Saturday. It is prepared to be
eaten on Easter Sunday with ham, eggs, pickle and horse relish. Other foods for the Easter meal included beets,
smoked bacon, mild cheeses made from mild and eggs, and colored eggs.

Many of the traditions concerning Easter eggs and Easter rabbits around the world find their origins in Eastern Europe.
Making Easter eggs in Slovakia is a practice that is hundreds of years old and is taken seriously even today. The egg is
sign of life recognized around the world.

Some eggs are hand-painted. Others are decorated with water colors, food dye, and wax. One tradition involves
boiling eggs with onion skin in order to leave the egg with a dark brown film that can be scratched away to leave white
designs.

The similar effect occurs by arranging wax patterns or figures on the egg prior to boiling it with the onion skin. The
eggs are hand-blown and a ribbon suspends them in a place of prominence.

The Easter service usually begins before midnight during Holy Saturday and continues through early Easter morning. A
custom that has been observed for years and still is today is that of walking around the church three time with the
cross bearer, flags, priest, and choir in the front. This ceremony shows respect for the three women who came to the
tomb in search of Christ. The priest conducts a short reading service and turns to the congregation saying, "Christ has
Risen!" All participants jubilantly respond, "Indeed he is Risen!"

After singing Easter hymns and the concluding the service, the people observe the custom of blessing Easter Baskets.
The Baskets contain items that are to be eaten for the holiday meal. Only food is permitted to be in the baskets. After
the ceremony most go to the cemetery of their deceased relatives and eat some blessed food to be with them on the
Easter.

Easter is also a fun holiday as well as a religious one. The day after Easter, known as Easter Monday, includes the
tradition of dunking or sprinkling young girls or women. Officially known as "Sprinkling Day" in Slovakia, the young
men rise early in the morning and travel to the homes of the single maidens pouring water on them to refresh them.
This custom in some areas includes mothers and all women. The women and girls open the door and welcome the
visitors on this day. This is fun for everyone, even the wet girls. This ritual symbolizes the renewal of life in spring and
the expression of unity with nature.

The making of Easter Whips is another custom for Easter Monday. The custom of making
Easter whips is passed on from generation to generation. The pliable willow tree branches become whips called

"korbac".
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According to tradition, every young man has his own whip. The whips are ceremonially used on the legs of girls. After
the whipping, the girls give the "whipper" a decorated egg, ribbon for his whip handle, candy or snack. In most areas
of Slovakia whippers carry perfume. A successful whipping often ends with the whipper lightly spraying the girl with
perfume.

In other communities girls also participate in this practice when members of the family household whip the girls on
their skirts or trousers as the young children demand chocolate or decorated eggs.

Easter in Slovakia is a combination of the Christian and pagan traditions. In Slovakia tradition is a major part of the
way of life of the people. It ties them with the past and serves as a common link with families and the future. It
preserves the unique heritage of their religious and ethnic past. The Easter celebration may well be the cornerstone of
the Slavic tradition and the focal point of the culture. There is a debate as to whether these traditions will survive.
There is no question, however, that many of the Easter traditions begun in Slovakia influence the celebration of Easter
around the world.

Construction de I'église

La construction de I'église Notre Dame a été entreprise en 1220. L'édifice repose sur des fondations
colossales, s'enfongant a 8 métres sous terre. La nef, qui est la plus haute de France avec 42 metres, fut
achevée en 1236, les tours et la fagade en 1243. La fleche qui domine la cathédrale n'est posée qu'en 1528,
soit 308 ans aprés la pose des premiéres pierres... Elle sera raccourcie en 1628. Robert de Luzarches, Thomas
de Cormont et Renault de Cormont sont les architectes qui ont participé a la construction de la cathédrale
d'Amiens.

L'archétype du style gothique...

Souvent considérée I'archétype du style gothique classique, la cathédrale d'Amiens présente également
certains éléments style gothique rayonnant et du gothique flamboyant.

Monument classé au patrimoine de I'Unesco

Au titre de la convention internationale pour la protection du patrimoine culturel et naturel, Les chemins de
Saint-Jacques de Compostelle en France ont été inscrits par I'Unesco sur la liste du Patrimoine mondial, afin
afin qu'ils soient protégés au bénéfice de I'humanité.

A Paques, les cloches passent et cachent des oeufs en chocolat. C’est un vrai régal de les manger !

Pourquoi les oeufs?

La coutume d'offrir des ceufs au début du printemps remonte a I'Antiquité. Dans de trés nombreuses cultures, les ceufs sont symbole de
fécondité et de renouveau. Des siecles plus tard, cette tradition est toujours célébrée.

Il y a environ 5.000 ans, les Perses offraient déja des ceufs ... de poule comme cadeaux
porte-bonheur pour féter le printemps ! Les Romains, qui eux aussi leur prétaient
d'heureux effets, en cassaient le jour du printemps pour purifier I'atmosphére.

C'est réellement a partir du XIIIe siécle que les premiers ceufs peints firent leur apparition
en Europe. A I'origine coloriés en rouge et décorés de devises ou de dessins, les ceufs de
poule s'échangeaient a I'occasion de la fin du Caréme, symbolisant ainsi la fin des
privations de I'hiver.

A partir de la Renaissance, les ceufs de poule furent remplacés par des ceufs en or dans les
cours de souverains européens. Décorés de métaux précieux, de pierreries et méme de
peintures de célebres artistes, ces objets connurent leur apogée avec les célébres ceufs de
Fabergé a la cour de Russie, a la fin du XIXe siecle.

Aujourd'hui, les ceufs de Paques sont en chocolat. Beaucoup plus gros et délicieux, ils ravissent petits et grands. Cette tradition, présente
dans de nombreux pays, est relativement récente. Les moulages en chocolat ont fait leur apparition durant la premiére moitié du XIXe
siecle, grace aux progres d'affinage de la pate de chocolat et a la mise au point des premiers moules en fer étamé et argenté.

Voici le secret de fabrication : apres avoir été fondu a 50 degrés-C, le chocolat est malaxé jusqu'a I'obtention d'une pate fine et
lisse qui, légerement refroidie, est versée dans un moule. Aprés refroidissement total, les formes sont démoulées puis décorées.
